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CHOREOGRAPHY AS A MEANS OF FORMING ARTISTIC AND AESTHETIC NEEDS OF HIGHER
EDUCATION ACQUIRES

The article analyzes the peculiarities of choreography, dance as a means of forming the artistic and aesthetic needs of students of
higher education. It was noted that the feature of choreography, which provides unique opportunities to influence a person, is its
multifunctionality. Among the historically formed social functions of dance (cathartic-compensatory, pedagogical, hedonistic,
pragmatic, socially-transformative, ethical, heuristic, canonizing, epistemological), the aesthetic one is singled out. The content of the
aesthetic function of choreographic art is manifested in its ability to bring aesthetic pleasure and educate aesthetic needs, tastes, and
develop emotional sensitivity of the individual. It is emphasized that the art of choreography is based on the foundation of artistic and
aesthetic treatment of movements, their selection and classification, and dance most fully reveals the synthesis of physical and spiritual
components, which reveal wide prospects for comprehensive and harmonious development of the individual. It has been updated that
choreographic art, which has gone through a complex path of evolutionary development, in accordance with its nature, educates a
person not with the help of words or persuasion, but with a visual reproduction of the surrounding reality. Therefore, the professional
development of a specialist in the field of choreographic art implies the need to develop and constantly improve the arsenal of the
latest choreographic tools. The list of the main means of choreography used in professional choreographic education includes
exercises of classical, folk-stage, historical-household, ballroom, modern dances, as well as their combination. It is summarized that
the perception of music through the system of classical dance exercises in the process of professional training is one of the strongest
means of activating thinking, which in turn helps future choreographers-directors to acquire the skills of artistic transfer of thoughts

and moods in original dance works.

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MEANS OF FORMATION ANOTHER LANGUAGE COMMUNICATIVE COMPETENCE IN LAW
