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FUNCTIONS OF PARENTS IN THE PROCESS
OF PRESERVING MORAL TRADITIONS IN THE UKRAINIAN FAMILY
(THE SECOND HALF OF THE XIX CENTURY - THE BEGINNING OF THE XX CENTURY)

The article analyzes the historical experience of folk pedagogy regarding the moral and ethical education of children in the Ukrainian
Sfamily in the chronological framework of the studied period.

In the second half of the nineteenth and early twentieth century, the most common family structure in Ukraine was a full small one:
spouses and unmarried children. The birth of a child was considered the most important event for Ukrainians, perceived as a great gift from
God. Parents bore the main responsibility for raising their children and organizing the life of the family.

Moral representations were assimilated by the child at an early age through the rhythm of life and the lifestyle of the family. Christian
values that support moral and ethical education were a traditional aspect of raising children in Ukrainian families during the studied period.

In the second half of the nineteenth and early twentieth centuries, work was one of the most significant and effective components of family
moral and ethical education.

The author emphasizes that the family’s fulfillment of a number of tasks ensured its full existence as a significant part of society.
Analyzing the functions of the family in the second half of the nineteenth and early twentieth centuries, the economic function that provided the
material foundations of its existence, the organization of domestic labor and consumption, was analyzed. The organization of economic activity
in the Ukrainian family was based on a fair division of labor among all its members.

For the formation of an appropriate model of behavior, the construction of humane, moral relationships between family members and
families, the transfer of parental experience and cultural heritage to children, and the educational function of the family were responsible,
which contributed to the formation of their value orientations in life.

The function of ethnic reproduction provided for the formation of national consciousness among family members, and also contributes to
the accumulation and transfer of national and cultural values.

The author concludes that the Ukrainian family of the second half of the nineteenth and early twentieth centuries attached great
importance to folk customs, which reproduced the norms of morality and customary law. It was in the family that the traditional Christian
values of Ukrainians were observed, which were the foundation of the family and always shaped the worldview of our people.

One of the main tasks of the family in the second half of the nineteenth and early twentieth centuries regarding the moral and ethical
education of the younger generation was to develop the ideals of serving their family, motherland, Ukraine and develop and strengthen the
desire to see their lands free from invaders.

Moral and ethical education ensured that each child assimilated national moral and ethical provisions. Folk morality was established by
the direct involvement of children in work, life, observing traditions, customs, and performing rituals.
