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INTEGRAL LEARNING POTENTIAL OF A STUDENT:
FROM HYPOTHESIS TO AN INNOVATIVE EDUCATIONAL MODEL

The article presents a hypothesis concerning the feasibility of introducing into pedagogical science and practice the author’s concept of
the Integral Learning Potential of a Student (ILPS) and a method for its assessment — a conceptual model designed to combine humanistic
pedagogy with modern educational analytics. The method is based on the principle “Know the Child — Teach the Child” and considers
assessment not as control, but as a process of supporting development. The author assumes that the analysis and evaluation of cognitive,
motivational, emotional-volitional, physiological, socio-communicative, creative, environmental and other resources and factors, as well as
academic results within a single analytical model, will make it possible to more accurately forecast and support a child’s learning progress,
monitor changes during the academic year, reduce subjectivity in the relationships among school administration, teachers, students and
parents, and promote the formation of a pedagogy of trust and personalized learning.

This approach is consistent with the concept of the New Ukrainian School and the international frameworks of the OECD Learning
Compass 2030 and UNESCO Futures of Education.

The innovativeness of the model is based on several key principles: interdisciplinarity — ILPS integrates achievements of pedagogy,
psychology, physiology and sociology, forming a holistic view of child development,; dynamism — attention is focused not on fixed indicators
but on tracking the individual trajectory of growth; instrumental novelty — the use of artificial intelligence makes it possible to process large
data sets, obtain qualitative analytics, significantly facilitate the teacher’s work and expand the possibilities of assessment; practical
orientation — the results are transformed into specific recommendations: for the student — a development roadmap, for parents — guidelines
for support, for the teacher —pedagogical strategy directions.

The article outlines the problem statement, conceptual logic, theoretical background, the essence of ILPS, the structure of the
educational model based on it, and a plan of a practical project for further empirical validation.

Considering music education as a unique opportunity for the dual-vector path of personal development — the evolution of the individual
«Self» and, at the same time, the openness of this «Selfy to the world — the author aims to substantiate the essence of music education as a
creative and communicative worldview that defines the contemporary strategy of personality formation.

Based on a comparison of the main competency components of music education, depending on its professional or general orientation
and their correspondence to the demands of the modern world, the paper emphasizes the undeniable unity of existential and value-based
competencies that determine the inseparability of the development of creative and communicative abilities of the individual.

As a space of creativity, music education represents a multidimensional phenomenon integrating the main components of creativity as
an existential characteristic of the individual: the emotional-emotive component, which constitutes the prerequisite and inner source of
creativity; the performative-activity component, as the interpretive and reflective foundation for the formation and presentation of one’s
artistic position; and the intellectual-analytical component, as the basis for the development of systemic musical thinking. As a space of social
interaction, music education consistently reveals dialogicity as its immanent characteristic, which promotes not only social integration but
also the formation of the individual as an active subject of culture, ensuring readiness for intercultural communication and coexistence in a
globalized world.
