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DEVELOPMENT OF MORAL AND ETHICAL COMPETENCIES OF FUTURE HISTORY TEACHERS
IN THE CONTEXT OF EUROPEAN EDUCATIONAL STANDARDS

The article reveals the theoretical, methodological, and empirical foundations for developing the moral and ethical competencies of
future history teachers within the context of European educational standards. It substantiates that the modern paradigm of teacher education
in the European Union is grounded in humanistic values, academic integrity, and the teacher’s moral responsibility as a bearer of social
trust. It is established that moral and ethical competencies constitute an integrative component of a history teacher’s professional
competence, ensuring the ability to engage in ethical reasoning, reflection, and decision-making in morally complex situations, as well as to
cultivate in learners a value-based attitude toward historical truth.

The purpose of the study is to identify pedagogical conditions and European practices that contribute to the formation of moral and
ethical competencies in future history teachers, and to determine the directions for adapting the Ukrainian system of teacher education to the
requirements of the European Qualifications Framework (EQF), the European Standards and Guidelines for Quality Assurance in Higher
Education (ESG), and the European Credit Transfer and Accumulation System (ECTS).

Through comparative analysis, the article outlines the specific features of ethical competency formation in the teacher education
systems of Finland, the United Kingdom, Germany, and Poland. In particular, the Finnish model emphasizes the ethical autonomy of the
teacher as a moral professional; the British model regulates professional behavior according to the Teacher Standards; the German model
incorporates structured ethical training through mandatory courses; and the Polish model combines ethical reflection with the requirements
of the National Qualifications Framework.

An analysis of the Ukrainian legal and regulatory framework (the Laws of Ukraine On Education and On Professional Pre-Tertiary
Education, and the National Qualifications Framework) reveals a contradiction between the declared requirements for teachers’ ethical
behavior and the insufficient specification of these provisions in curricula and training programs.

The scientific novelty of the research lies in the development of the author’s model for fostering moral and ethical competencies in
future history teachers, which comprises three interrelated components: the educational-research block (participation in scientific circles,
field expeditions, and museum practices), the socio-civic block (volunteering, student self-governance, and memory projects), and the
cultural-value block (discussions, cultural-artistic events, and reflection on moral dilemmas).
