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THE ROLE OF ARTIFICIAL INTELLIGENCE AS A SUPPORT TOOL
IN PREPARING ONLINE UNIVERSITY CLASSES

The article examines the role of artificial intelligence (Al) as an auxiliary tool in the preparation of classes by teachers of higher
education institutions involved in distance learning. Recently, there has been a significant increase in the use of Al in education. A survey
conducted by the authors among students on their use of Al tools showed that this topic is relevant at the moment, as almost all respondents
use artificial intelligence in one way or another. Among the large number of research works on Al its use as an assistant in the preparation
of online classes byuniversity teachersremains insufficiently studied.

The authors note that the main advantages of its use are a reduction in the time teachers spend preparing online classes, maintaining
continuity of education in unstable teaching conditions during wartime, supporting the quality and effectiveness of online learning,
personalization of tasks for each student and their differentiation for student groups, diversification of tasks to increase student interest and
motivation, and reduction of cognitive load for teachers by replacing them in routine processes and providing free time for pedagogical
research and innovation.

The results of the study confirm that Al, by offering ready-made templates, automating routine tasks, providing a wide range of new
interesting tasks for a specific topic, and adapting tasks to work with groups of students of different levels, improves and speeds up the
preparation of teachers for online classes, promotes personalization and differentiation, which ultimately increases the effectiveness of
distance learning, and helps maintain the stability and quality of education in unfavorable conditions.

We see prospects for further research in an empirical study assessing the impact of AI on the psychological state of teachers who teach
online, and how materials created using Al contribute to the academic success and motivation of students in online learning.
