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ENGLISH AS A TOOL FOR PROFESSIONAL TRAINING OF HIGHER EDUCATION STUDENTS
IN INSTITUTIONS WITH SPECIFIC LEARNING CONDITIONS

The article provides a comprehensive analysis of the role of English as a strategic tool for the professional training of higher education
seekers in institutions with specific learning conditions, particularly those preparing specialists in Law, Law Enforcement, Economics, and
Psychology. It explores the distinctive features of forming professionally oriented foreign language competence among future professionals in
these fields, emphasizing the integration of language skills with domain-specific knowledge under the frameworks of competency-based and
interdisciplinary approaches.

The study substantiates the pedagogical conditions necessary for effective teaching of English for Specific Purposes (ESP) in such
institutions. It examines modern ESP methodologies, digital learning tools, practice-oriented technologies, and mechanisms for integrating
professional content with linguistic components. Particular attention is given to the adaptation of ESP curricula to the unique requirements of
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institutions with specific conditions (e.g., law enforcement academies, military-related higher education establishments), where English
proficiency directly influences operational readiness, international cooperation, and compliance with NATO and EU standards.

English is considered a key means of accessing international professional standards, regulatory and legal acts, economic models,
scientific publications, and psychological research. For students majoring in Law and Law Enforcement, proficiency in English ensures
mastery of legal terminology, particularly in the areas of international criminal law, international human rights standards, Interpol
procedures, cross-border investigation mechanisms, drafting official documents in English, participating in joint operations, and interacting
with foreign partners during peacekeeping missions or investigations of transnational crimes. In the field of economics, English facilitates the
study of international financial reporting standards (IFRS), the conduct of international economic analysis, business negotiations, contract
conclusion, and preparation for professional activities in transnational corporations or international financial institutions. In the field of
psychology, it provides direct access to contemporary international scientific literature, original research methods (in particular,
standardized MMPI and Big Five tests), participation in international conferences, conducting cross-cultural research, and professional
communication in a multicultural rehabilitation, preventive, or forensic psychological environment.

Promising areas for the development of foreign language training in institutions with specific learning conditions in Ukraine have been
identified, including the development of unified state standards, the expansion of blended and scenario-based learning practices, the wider
use of authentic professional materials, and greater alignment of educational programs with national language policy, in particular with the
Law of Ukraine “On the Use of the English Language in Ukraine,” and the strategic goals of Euro-Atlantic integration. The effective
implementation of ESP is seen as a basic component of ensuring high-quality professional training for future specialists capable of actively
participating in the international professional environment.

The issue of
of international standards, participation in cross-border teaching English for Specific Purposes (ESP) occupies
projects, peacekeeping missions, and international a central place in modern education, especially in the
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context of Ukraine’s Euro-Atlantic integration. Classic
works by foreign researchers L. Anthony, K. Hyland,
and H. Basturkmen emphasize the need to adapt
language training to specific professional needs and
contexts. Anthony emphasizes the role of corpus
linguistics and authentic materials in the development
of ESP courses. Hyland analyzes academic writing in
professional discourses, particularly legal discourse,
where hedging (mitigating constructions) and genre
structure are key to successful communication.
Basturkmen develops the theory of needs analysis as a
fundamental stage in the design of ESP programs,
distinguishing between target situation analysis,
present situation analysis, and learner factor analysis.

The modern concept of language education
emphasizes the need to integrate language training
with professional components. This means that
English language teaching should be professionally
oriented-taking into account the specifics of the field
of knowledge to which the student belongs, as well as
the features of their future professional activity [2].

Professionally oriented English language learning
involves:

* learning industry-specific terminology;

* developing skills in reading and analyzing
professional texts;

« the ability to compose professional documents
in English (reports, presentations, resumes, cover
letters, etc.);

e preparation for participation in professional
negotiations, conferences, webinars;

*the formation of critical
intercultural context.

This learning model not only allows you to
improve your language skills, but also to develop soft
skills that are highly valued in today’s job market,
such as communication skills, flexibility, teamwork,
and the ability to adapt to different cultural
environments [4].

Ukrainian scientists are actively developing this
topic in the context of national reforms. They justify
the integration of language and professional training
within the framework of a competency-based
approach, proposing CLIL (Content and Language
Integrated Learning) models for non-philological
specialties. They focus on the formation of integrated
professional competence of future specialists through
project-based and case-method teaching. In the context
of institutions with specific learning conditions, these
approaches are particularly important due to the
increased requirements for operational communi-
cation, international cooperation, and psychological
resilience of applicants. The OECD Skills Outlook
2021 international reviews emphasize that the
development of soft skills (communication, teamwork,
critical thinking) and digital competencies is
inextricably linked to foreign language training.
According to OECD data, proficiency in professional
English increases the chances of employment in an
international environment by 25-40%. At the same
time, the issue of the comprehensive use of ESP in
institutions with specific learning conditions (military,
law enforcement, specialized universities) requires
further analysis, as these institutions combine strict

thinking in an
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discipline, limited classroom time, and the need to
quickly transfer skills to real operational scenarios [7].

ESP focuses on the needs of a specific
professional field. According to Basturkmen, the key
principles are: focus on the needs of learners (needs
analysis as a continuous process); authenticity of
materials (use of real documents, interview recordings,
court decisions); professional relevance (selection of
vocabulary, grammar, and genres specifically for
future activities); integration of language and
professional skills (language form serves the content
of professional activity) [1].

The competency-based approach involves
developing the ability to act in professional situations
in English, which is particularly important in specific
learning environments where students are constantly
engaged in «learning by doing».

English language skills in legal education become
a tool for analyzing international treaties, working with
the case law of the European Court of Human Rights,
preparing procedural documents, and participating in
international arbitration. Hyland emphasizes the
importance of developing academic writing skills for
lawyers: the ability to structure legal opinions, briefs,
and contracts in accordance with genre conventions.
Practice-oriented methods include moot court
simulations, case study analysis, drafting legal
documents, and debate sessions. In institutions with
specific training conditions, these forms allow
theoretical training to be combined with simulations of
real court hearings involving foreign experts.

The professional activities of law enforcement
officers involve ongoing international cooperation
with INTERPOL, EUROPOL, Frontex, and NATO
partners. The necessary competencies include writing
reports and protocols in English, interviewing victims
and witnesses, analyzing evidence in transnational
cases, and communicating during joint operations.
Research by Bloshchynskyi and Hildebrant shows that
ESP online courses for border guards and police
officers significantly increase operational readiness
[2]. Anthony notes that simulating professional
situations (role-playing arrest and interrogation
operations) increases training effectiveness by 35-40%
compared to traditional methods. In the field of
economics, English is the language of global business,
financial reporting, and international negotiations.
Skills in financial reporting (according to IFRS),
business correspondence, negotiation techniques, and
presentation skills are developed. The OECD Skills
Outlook 2021 emphasizes that the digital economy
requires English language proficiency to work with
Big Data, fintech platforms, and international markets.
In institutions with specific learning conditions,
economic training is often integrated with economic
security, which requires additional terminology related
to financial investigations and anti-corruption
activities [5].

International research in psychology is mainly
published in English. The necessary skills include
critical reading of scientific articles (PubMed, APA
journals), participation in international conferences,
preparation of research papers, and intercultural
communication in clinical and forensic contexts. There
are successful examples of content-based internet-
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assisted ESP for Ukrainian psychology students, where applicants' linguistic, professional, and digital
a combination of authentic texts and digital tools competencies.

(MMPI, Big Five, trauma-informed care). Hyland
emphasizes the development of academic literacy as a
guarantee of future specialists’ publishing activity.

The main conditions for effective ESP teaching
are:

1. Deep integration of professional disciplines
and language training (CLIL model).

2.Use of digital technologies ( LMS, corpora
such as Sketch Engine).

3. Project-based learning and the case method.

4. Role-playing games and simulations of real-
life situations.

5. Building motivation by demonstrating practical
relevance (internships, international projects).

In institutions with specific learning conditions, it
is important to have a flexible schedule (intensive
modules, distance learning courses) and constant
feedback from practitioners (officers, investigators,
psychologists) [3].

The main obstacles remain: insufficient initial
language proficiency of applicants, limited number of
hours, lack of specialized textbooks for law
enforcement and psychology majors, psychological
barriers (fear of making mistakes in a strict
disciplinary environment). These obstacles can be
overcome by modernizing training programs in
accordance with the recommendations of the British
Council and the Ministry of Education and Science of
Ukraine, improving the qualifications of teachers
(CELTA/ESP certification), and creating a unified
national database of authentic materials.

Thus, systematic analysis shows that professional
English in institutions with specific learning conditions
is not just an academic discipline, but a strategic tool
for ensuring professional mobility, international
cooperation, and national security in Ukraine. Further
research should focus on empirically testing the
effectiveness of hybrid ESP models and developing
national standards for law enforcement and specialized
institutions [6].

Conclusions and prospects for further
research. English language in institutions with
specific learning conditions plays a multidimensional
role in the professional training of higher education
seekers. It is not only a means of effective professional
integration, but also a key tool for accessing
international standards, legal and economic regu-
lations, scientific research, and modern technologies in
relevant fields. In addition, proficiency in English is an
essential factor in increasing the competitiveness of
graduates in the global labor market, allowing them to
interact effectively with foreign colleagues, participate
in international projects and conferences, and perform
professional tasks at a high level.

An important aspect is that English develops the
soft skills of future specialists — communicative
flexibility, critical thinking, the ability to interact
interculturally, work in a team, and adapt to various
professional contexts. Teaching ESP in such
institutions should be based on competency-based,
interdisciplinary, and practice-oriented approaches,
which ensure the simultaneous development of
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development of integrated ESP educational programs
for each specialty that would take into account the
specifics of professional activity, modern requirements
of the international environment, and innovative
educational technologies, including blended and
scenario-based learning, the wuse of authentic
professional materials, and digital resources. Such
programs will contribute to the systematic training of
highly qualified specialists capable of actively
participating in international professional communities
and ensuring the competitiveness of Ukrainian
education at the global level.
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
