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INSTITUTIONAL-PEDAGOGICAL FOUNDATIONS OF OFFICER PROFESSIONAL FORMATION
IN THE U.S. ARMED FORCES ROTC SYSTEM

The article examines the institutional-pedagogical dimensions of officer professional formation within the Reserve Officers’ Training
Corps (ROTC) system of the United States. In contrast to the traditional approach that treats ROTC primarily as a manpower supply channel
for the armed forces, this study substantiates the concept of ROTC as an institutional-pedagogical environment for professional socialization
and leadership development of future officers. The relevance of the research is determined by the need to comprehend foreign pedagogical
experience for the development of Ukraine’s military education system, particularly in creating integrated educational environments that
combine academic, practical, and leadership training.

The methodological foundation of the study is an institutional-pedagogical approach, which enabled the author to consider ROTC not
merely as a form of military training but as a holistic institutional-pedagogical environment for officer professional formation. The research
employs methods of scientific literature analysis, comparative pedagogical analysis, conceptual modeling, and generalization.

Five key components of the ROTC pedagogical environment are identified and characterized: academic, leadership-practical,
socialization, assessment-selection, and integration. It is demonstrated that the specificity of ROTC lies in the fact that the professional
formation of future officers occurs not in an isolated military institution but in a pedagogically organized university space that combines
academic learning, leadership practice, professional socialization, and a system of long-term assessment. The conclusion is drawn that for
Ukraine, the value of the ROTC experience lies not in copying specific institutional forms but in adapting pedagogical principles that can be
implemented within the development of university-based military training.
